During thewalk

It is the general rule that the leader should be at the front of the panvever this does not prevent the
leader from dropping back at times and in this case those in front shdold ladere to wait.

The leader should be aware that not all people want to, or can, walk at theasaiparticularly on a difficult
section and should therefore ensure that the party does not become strung out.

When walking on a public road if there is no pavement keep the group close tegethdiere necessary in
single file. When crossing the road the leader should identify thewnptiptace for the group to cross.
Any hazards e.g. the approach of a vehicle, should be called out to the group, by the leademarker, as
appropriate.

|f we need help in an emer gency when out walking in the countryside we are advised to call 112 rather
than 999. dialling 112 from a mobile telephone enables the service to pinpoint your exact position

Should any accident or incident occur notify the Cub Secretary at the ezplestunity. A written report
from the leader to the Secretary should follow in 24 hours.
